Praise service on Saturday 22nd September celebrating 125 years of ministry at St Mark’s.

And finally, a message from Elizabeth on the PMC (Partnership for Missional Church) and a prayer diary for the coming weeks: 

“Thank you to everyone who has participated in the process of partnership for missional church so far. A special thank you to the Steering Group and the Listening Leaders; as well as to those who have taken part in interviews. This year is a process of data collection, of listening and discerning. This is in order to learn about ourselves but also to seek God.

Our joint time line event on Sunday 27th May at The Church on Rise Park was a real opportunity to share and hear each other’s stories. As we listened we began to understand how our history and the geography of our combined parishes which today appears so arbitrary was shaped  long ago by the decision of an English King to form a Royal Hunting Forest. We also heard of both the joys and the sad times in the lives of our parishes in the period they were formerly a team and both before and after the team.  Moments of apparent destruction, such as the fire at St Matthews were shown to have given hope and brought new life to the churches of St Matthews and St Philip’s. The threat of closure some years ago of St Mark’s also led to a seeking of God and a renewed vision and commitment to mission and service in the village. There was much to rejoice in and give hope as well as time to pause and think about sad moments in the lives of our churches.

Annie Dickenson helped us pray through some of what we have heard and Greg and Kirsty Cowley led us in worship.  The whole event was chaired by Nigel Webster.

Can I encourage you to pray for this process, for the quality of the listening, for engagement of members of our congregations, for a willingness to seek God and his future for us.  Please pray also for the next Partnership Missional Church weekend at the beginning of July.”
