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In April and June of this year we are going to be helping to run Prayer Spaces in two local primary schools.

“Prayer Spaces in Schools enable children and young people to explore faith and spirituality from a broadly Christian perspective in a safe, creative and interactive way.”

Over the past 4 years hundreds of prayer spaces have happened in schools up and down the country.  Some have been for a couple of days or a week and some have become permanent prayer spaces within the school.
